9000 years at an annual
fee of £45, or $65 USD!
This lease INCLUDED
fresh water rights. The
fresh water rights
caused problems with
the Dublin Corporation,
who wanted to charge
Guinness a levy. This
created quite a stir, and
production was halted
for a brief time while
labourers blocked the
water supply to the
brewery. In the end,
Guinness kept their
fresh water rights as
outlined in his lease.
